He went to Victoriaas ayouth, in the early digging days, then he came to Otago at the time of the gold rush,
then he went to Greymouth where he engaged in mercantile pursuits and afterwards to Westport, where he
was first partner in the firm P.F Smyth and Co. and subsequently propieter of a merchant business of his own.
His obituary appears in the Westport Times of 23 July 1886. He was one of the first members of the Westport
Borough Council at itsinception 20 Aug. 1873. His tombstone says he was 38 years but he was born 15/07/81
and died at 42 years of age.

Notesfor Mary Ann Jones:

Shortly after the birth of her sister, Margaret, her Mother died, Father was in business at Dundalk and was the
owner of abrick works and farm in the country.

Came out to New Zealand in 1876 or 1877.

Met at the ship by Archbishop Redwood (then Bishop who had been at the college at Dundalk and had known
her father.

The family wanted her to join the convent and stayed with the Hon. Johnston at Wellington for preparation
for six months.

She heard that her sister was coming out to New Zealand, so did not enter the Covent.

She subsequently went to Hokitika and stayed witha Mr Jones, who had married a Miss Keilan, acousin to
Mary Ann Jones mother, and whose sister was the stepmother of Mary Ann and Margaret Jones.
