The name has always been common in Britain, rivaling William in popularity by teh beginning of the
14th century.  The feminine form, Joan or Johanna in Latin was also popular, and the surname Jones may be
derived from either the male or female name.

Josh Banks was projected to be a first-rounder in the spring as he was coming off a solid summer in the cape
cod league.

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He started his junior college season by setting a SunBelt conference record with 30 consecutive scoreless
innings pitched. However, his stock dropped after this with inconsistent performances and he missed some
starts due to blister problems. Even with his inconsistent season his overall numbers for Florida International
were still very strong:

Banks displayed solid dominance, command and control as his peripherals were very strong with a 9.76
K/9IP, 4.56 K/BB and 2.14 BB/9IP. One area of concern could be the 12 homers given up in 105.1IP but this
amounts to a reasonable 1.03HR/9IP ratio. His 105.1 IP and 114 strikeouts led the conference.

The scouting report on him is that he has a smooth delivery and controls both sides of the plate. Banks throws
three pitches for strikes. Scouts are impressed with his fastball that explodes out of his hand with life and is
usually in the 92-94mph range. Banks also owns a major league splitter with good sink, and a solid slider. He
also possesses an adequate change.

Banks did not disappoint after being drafted by the Blue Jays in the 2nd round, 50th overall. He helped lead
the Auburn DoubleDays of the NY-Penn League (short season) to an impressive 56-18 record. Banks
continued to throw hard, throw strikes and demonstrated command of all of his pitches. Banks allowed only
10 free passes in 66.7IP. Overall his numbers were excellent.

Banks dominated, striking out more than a batter per inning (10.88K/9IP). His other peripherals were just as
strong with a 1.34BB/9IP ratio, 8.1K/BB and a much improved 0.13HR/9IP.

Baseball America was also impressed with Banks, ranking him the best pitching prospect in the NY-Penn
League and 5th best prospect overall. He beat out highly touted pitching draft picks such as Clint Everts (5th
pick overall in 2002 to Montreal) and Paul Maholm (8th pick overall in 2003 to Pittsburgh).

It looks like the Jays got a steal selecting Banks in the 2nd round. It wouldn’t be surprising to see Banks
follow the same path as David Bush and rise quickly through the levels. The Jays may be somewhat
aggressive with Banks, having him start the 2004 season in High Class A with the Dunedin Blue Jays and
with a few good months move up to Double A with the Manchester team.

My only concern with Banks is the usual for any pitcher - injuries. Blister problems seem to recur and Banks
had a somewhat disappointing sophomore college season pitching only 34 innings as he suffered a strained
ligament in his pitching elbow which shut him down for almost two months. I think Banks is in the perfect
organization to monitor his pitch count and innings pitched and probably has a better chance to succeed with
this organization than many others.

2005 Jays take it to the Banks
TORONTO (CP) - The Toronto Blue Jays have filled out their 40-man roster by adding right-handed pitcher
Josh Banks and infielder Ryan Roberts.

The 23-year-old Banks posted an 8-12 record with double-A New Hampshire Fisher Cats in the Eastern
League this year. He ranked fifth in the league in strikeouts (145) and innings pitched (162.1). Banks also
played in the Eastern League's all-star game.

Banks was selected by the Blue Jays in the second round of the 2003 first-year player draft.

 * * * * BALTIMORE — When Toronto Blue Jays right-hander Josh Banks struck out Baltimore Orioles
leadoff hitter Brian Roberts on three pitches, the folks in Section 31 celebrated like it was the last out of the
World Series. A few long-suffering Orioles fans furrowed their brows and craned their necks to catch a
glimpse of the turncoats in their midst.

After each Orioles out in the first inning, the merriment resumed among those packed into a narrow section
just above the concourse level behind home plate.

The contingent, several hundred strong, came to cheer the Baltimore-born Banks in his first major-league
start. And with one out in the sixth inning, they stood and clapped and hollered as he walked off field with a 5-
4 lead. Minutes later, they sat in silence as Banks’s chance for a storybook victory vanished when the Orioles
rallied for an 8-5 victory
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Banks had left a runner aboard for reliever Brian Tallet, who could not hold the lead. Tallet gave up a two-run
homer to rookie Luis Hernandez, who had played at three professional levels this year without hitting one out
of the park.

Banks was charged with five runs and got a no-decision.

A September callup from triple-A Syracuse, Banks started in place of Shaun Marcum, who underwent knee
surgery on Wednesday. After two rocky innings, Banks retired nine in a row, allowing the Jays to get back in
the game and take the lead in the sixth.

They scored three runs in the fifth inning and two in the sixth, with both rallies following leadoff hits by
Aaron Hill, who extended his hitting streak to 13 games. Orioles left-fielder Jay Payton, an early home-run
hero, turned villain in the fifth when he dropped a line drive that helped extend the inning.

Banks allowed nine hits, walked none and struck out one.

The early cheers from the Banks congregation subsided in the second inning, just about the time Payton hit a
two-run shot into the mostly vacant left-field seats. In the next inning, they sat in silence as the Orioles scored
two more runs and the local fans, who have had precious little to cheer about this season, seized the
opportunity for a few huzzahs of their own.

The Jays mustered only one hit after their rally in the sixth. The previous night, when they won 8-5,
Baltimore’s beleaguered bullpen blanked them over the last eight innings.

Banks was a regular at Orioles games as a youngster. Mike Mussina was his idol. When he first began to
pitch, he mimicked Mussina’s “deep-dip” delivery from the stretch. He stopped because his coach told him “it
wasted too much energy,” he said.

He used plenty of energy in the second inning, when Payton’s homer was one of four hits he allowed, and
again in the third, when he served up three singles.

The Jays made Banks a second-round draft pick in 2003. His 12-10 record and 4.63 ERA earned him MVP
honours at Syracuse and a September callup. He worked two innings in relief before getting the start against
the team he cheered for as a child.

2008
SAN FRANCISCO -- It was only after the Padres sent their third pitcher to the disabled list in the last 11 days
when manager Bud Black, tongue in cheek, suggested before Saturday's game that rookie pitcher Josh Banks
throw nine scoreless innings.

The funny thing was that Black nearly got what he wished for, as the 25-year-old Banks took a shutout into
the ninth inning of only his second Major League start before settling for a complete-game victory as the
Padres topped the Giants, 5-1, at AT&T Park.

The timing couldn't have been better for Banks and the Padres (23-34), who sent starter Shawn Estes to the
disabled list earlier Saturday with a fractured left thumb. Estes joins Jake Peavy (elbow) and Chris Young
(nose) on the disabled list, voids that have created opportunities for Banks and others.

It's safe to say that Banks (2-0) has more than seized that opportunity. Six days after he tossed six scoreless
innings in the Padres' 18-inning victory over Cincinnati, Banks took a four-hit shutout into the ninth inning
before allowing a single to Jose Castillo and a two-out RBI single to Aaron Rowand.

"Textbook," Padres right fielder Brian Giles said of Banks' outing. "At one point, I looked up in the sixth
inning and he had something like 62 pitches."

Banks, who had five strikeouts and didn't walk a single batter, threw 60 pitches through six innings, 70
through seven and 83 pitches through eight frames. He finished with 101 pitches, 69 of them strikes.

The run that he did allow in the ninth inning was unearned, as an error on Giles allowed the Giants to get a
rare baserunner in scoring position. That runner came around to score on Rowand's line drive up the middle.

"He picked up where he left off," Black said of Banks. "He did a great job on a day where we truly needed
length out of the starter."
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A day after the Padres squeezed seven innings from their bullpen in a 13-inning victory over the Giants on
Friday, San Diego needed Banks to go as deep into the game as possible, though a complete game probably
was too much to ask from a pitcher who was claimed off waivers from Toronto just over a month ago.

Banks had some success at Triple-A Portland after being claimed, posting a 4.67 ERA in three starts for the
Beavers. He's been even better with the Padres, allowing just one run in his first 17 innings.

The Padres backed Banks with four runs in the first inning, giving him confidence and a nice cushion to pitch
with. The Padres didn't score again until Adrian Gonzalez drove in his third run of the game with a single in
the seventh inning. By then, Banks was on a roll, using a variety of fastballs (cutter, split), a curveball and
changeup to confuse the Giants (23-33).

"It was nice," Banks said of being afforded an early lead. "It allowed me to go out and throw strikes and do
what I do. Early on, they were feeling me out and I was feeling them out. I was able to get everything over for
strikes and get ahead."

That was enough to help the Padres to their first three-game winning streak of the season heading into
Sunday's series finale against nasty right-hander Tim Lincecum. And more importantly, Banks' outing gave
their bullpen, particularly Cla Meredith, Heath Bell and closer Trevor Hoffman, a day off after they had
appeared in four of the last six games.

"It's awesome, not only for him but for our bullpen," Giles said.

Black likened Banks' performance to the one veteran Greg Maddux gave April 18 against Arizona, when
Maddux allowed nine runs in seven innings the day after the Padres lost a 22-inning marathon to Colorado.
Those innings, even though they weren't the best for the future Hall of Famer, gave the bullpen a much-
needed rest.

"We needed this," Black said, "and he [Banks] gave it to us."
