Revolutionary War Records for Philip have not been discovered, but many believe him to be a younger brother of
Simon Davis, Revolutionary patriot of Virginia. Simon is buried in Rutherford Co., NC.

Sometime prior to the outbreak of the Revolution and while Simon was till living at home with his parents, the
family moved from Virginiato the Union District (96), South Carolina. Upon becoming of age, Simon was
enrolled in the local militiaaswas required of all able bodied men. He belonged to Capt. Grant's company and
the men were divided into three groups and were occasionally called upon in arotating system for service as the
situation required. In this capacity, he was called out several times for a brief few days "to keep Cunningham and
his party from doing much mischief." Hisfirst three months of duty were in the year of 1779. Still in Capt. Grant
and Mgjor Jolly's Company. Daviswas ordered to march to Charleston, through (Granby), Orangeburg, Four
Holes, and Dorchester, to the 10-Mile House above Charleston. There they joined the main Army under General
Greene and Colonel Washington. From this pint, the army moved to Stono, where "it was clost cutting with meto
see my comrades falling on al sides." From the battle of Stono, they were sent on to Bacon's Bridge where they
remained for afew days before returning home. When Davis' time came around again to serve, his Company was
under the command of Capt. Cromer an they were attached to colonel Brandon's Regiment. They were marched
and stationed at afort on Fair Forest. On this 3-months tour, much of their time was out "sometimes after
Ferguson to keep him from spreading too much through the country.” Also, sometimes we were in close chase
after Cunningham and his gang, who were really desperadoes. They spread death wherever they passed. They
(Cunningham's Troops) had no respect of persons. We pursued them twice as far as the Savannah River and they
would be back in the neighborhood nearly as soon aswe would.” His next three months of duty werein 1781
when they were ordered out by Capt. William Grant and Mgjor Jolly and marched down Broad River to the
mouth of Sandy River, where his company was joined by some other forces. From there they proceeded down the
river "to Springs." About 25 miles from Eutaw Springs they joined the main Army of General Greene and
proceeded private's viewpoint in the midst of the action. "There | saw more men slaughtered than | ever saw
before or since. Inthe Wing (vicinity), | wasin, the ground was almost covered with dead and dying."
Fortunately, Davis escaped without injury, and after the battle, his company was placed in charge of prisoners and
they were marched to Camden where the prisoners were turned over to the proper authorities. The troops were
then released and returned home along with their officerswho resided in the same neighborhood. Soon after
their arrival back home, General Brandon made a request for Mgjor Jolly and Capt. Grant to get volunteers who
had been with them at Eutaw Springs for a one month tour of tour to "keep (Lee) and (Girth) from plundering
lundering and killing the women and children." Simon Davis volunteered for this tour and was stationed at the
Fort of Fair Forest. While stationed at Ft. Fair Forest, news was received of peace and they were sent home.

The Pension Act was passed in June 1832 and Simon Davis applied for his pension in April, 1835, before the
Rutherford County Court. He added a statement to his application explaining the reason for hisdelay in filing for
the pension, stating that in the spring of 1832 (prior to passage of the Pension Act) he had moved to the State of
Tennessee. Later, he talked with an attorney who advised him of the requirements for proving his service, giving
character references, etc., and since he had not been in Tennessee long enough to become well known by
neighbors and friends, he had not applied for pension there. He had just recently moved back to Rutherford
County (in 1835) where "I expect to continue aslong as| live."

Simon married soon after the Revolution while still in the Union District, SC, and they moved into Rutherford
County, NC, where he remained until 1832 when he moved to Tennessee. He apparently remained in Tennessee
only about two years and probably returned to Rutherford Co. in the early spring of 1835. Hiswife's name was
Leucinda but at this point her maiden name has not been found. In the 1790 census of Rutherford Co., we find
Simon listed with the following in is household: one male over 16 (himself); two males under 16; and three
females (his wife and two daughters). In the 1800 census his household lists: one male and two females under 10
years of age; one male and one female between 10 & 16 and one male and one femal e between 26 and 45 (Simon
and hiswife). In 1810 Simon's household included beside his wife and himself, three males and two females
under 10 years of age; three females 10-16 years; and one male 16-26. Allowing for errorsin some of these
census recordings, and comparing the various census years, it is concluded that Simon and L eucinda Davis were
the parents of at least 10 children. There has been established proof of only six children.

At the time of his death of June 4, 1856, Simon was in his 97th year. Simon was aresident of Cleveland Co., NC.
Hiswife Leucinda died in her 81st year. After the death of hiswife in 1846, Simon apparently lived with his
children at varioustimes. In the 1850 census he is shown in the Rutherford County census with his son, George
Davis, but records of the payment of the final pension due him indicate he died in Cleveland Co. where we
assume he was living with another child.

Willis granddaughter, Sarah Jane Davis Gunder,
wrote on January 31, 1999: "I don't know how many acres on Brush Creek he sold, but | suspect that even if he
only sold hisland for $30.00, he may have made a good profit in the year of 1885. Hereiswhy! There are some
old deeds in the family that | have been able to study. One deed was to a person from the State of North Carolina.
The State sold in 1883 50 acres for $6.25. that would be about 12 1/2 cents per acre. The State also sold some
land to another person in 1874 amounting to 40 acres for $5.00 = 12 1/2 cents per acres. In 1989 somebody
bought 44 acres for $100.00. That would be around $2.27 an acres. In 1888 - 100 acres for $50.00 = $2.00/acre,
etc. When Sarah's husband's father worked in Brooks Town, he lodged for $2.25 per day. Sarah can remember
buying five Hershey kissesfor 1 cent. (Sarah wasbornin 1938.) Cost of living and land were less expensivein
western NC than in some other areas of the United States.

Simon served in the 34th Regiment of the CSA as a4th corporal. The Regiment was known as the Sandy Run
Yellow Jackets. According to letters from Thomas Davis, brother of Simon, to his wife Maryann Margaret Davis,
Thomas mentioned in aletter dated May 26, 1863 that he was sorry to learn that Simon had his leg blown off.
Then in his June 19, 1863 |etter, Thomas said that he had visited Simon in the hospital in Richmond. Simon was
overjoyed to see him and was anxious to go home. Thomas talked Simon into staying at least another two weeks
in the hospital. All legends and reports indicate that Simon was injured at Frasier's Farm outside Richmond, VA.
There was a huge battle at Frasier's Farm on June 18, 1862 - if Simon had been wounded then, it would have been
amost ayear before Thomas learned and a so would have meant Simon had been hospitalized over one year -
which both situations are highly unlikely. Legend has that Simon served at Gettysburg and was injured when the
Regiment retreated down into Va. and were at Frasier's Farm. However, the Battle of Gettysburg took place after
Thomas had learned that his brother had lost aleg. The battle at Gettysburg was in July of 1863. Later
clarification: Ref. Co. B, 34th Regiment NC Troops, page 267, Val. IX: " Davis, Simon Drewry, Corporal, born
in Cleveland County where he resided as afarmer prior to enlisting in Rutherford County at age 29, September 2,
1861. Mustered in asaCorporal. Wounded in the left leg at Chancellorsville, Virginia, May 2, 1863. Left leg
amputated. Reported absent wounded through October, 1864." This official entry agrees with the date Thomas
would have learned (May 26, 1863) that Simon had been injured.

By being a non-commissioned officer in the CSA, is an indication that he could read and write.

Simon kept adiary of his Civil War life. The diary went from Simon to his son Willis Hamby Davis, and then to
Horace Alvin Davis. Horace Alvin loaned the diary to his sister Nellie Davis Hedden. It is believed the diary fell
into the hands of her granddaughter, the former Patricia Sipes. If Patriciareads this, it is hoped that she will share
this diary with descendants of Simon.

In short, George became the kind of citizen that has made America great,
the honest, hard-working, law-abiding, stable, dependable, salt-of-the-earth farmer that politicians and the media
might call "middle America."

There he met and wooed
Elsie Davis, ayoung western NC school teacher. He finally convinced her to marry himin 1916.

This hardworking couple raised nine children during the depression years. They were farmers and money was
scarce, but they were able to hold their own during the leanest of years. Elsie made all the clothing, cooked on a
wood stove and heated the home by afireplace. There was no electricity in the 200-year-old farm house until
Genewas ajunior in high school. There was no indoor plumbing and the wash was done over an open fire
(clothing was placed in a water-filled open iron kettle and clothing boiled and then hand scrubbed) outside for
many years. Children helped with chores, the planting and harvesting. Every member was expected to "pull their
own weight." Lawrence and Elsie were pillars of the church and community, always willing to give a hand to
those less fortunate. In later years, George Addison Brooks came to live with them and died in their home.

Lawrence was quite athletic and very competitive. he was known for his checker playing and took up golf at the
age of 86 (and did quite well!), which he played until he was 100. He was a so recognized for his quick wit and
humor as much as Elsie as known for her quiet way. She, however, was often able to "one up" him at his frequent
jibes and teasing. They were absolutely devoted to one another and Lawrence, at a speech given to his church on
the occasion of their 70th anniversary, told the audience that he never went to sleep a night of their marriage
without saying "I love you" to her...after 70 years, he stated, he amost believed it! He frequently threatened here
that he was going to trade her in on two 40 year olds and he once said he wanted the following on his
tombstone.."Here lies a 100 year old man shot dead by ajealous lover!" Hedied at nearly 102 at the Veteran's
home. Until about the last six months of hislife, he remained physically and mentally aert and active.

Kevin waskilled instantly near Bridgeton, NC, by an elderly Pennsylvania driver who failed to heed a
stop sign. Kevin was a specia young man, who loved to hug and be hugged. He was quick to smile,
praise, and offer reassurance to thosein need. He had no children.

Tuesday 16 April 1966. Crash kills Bridgeton man near Vanceboro.

One man died and four other people were injured Thursday afternoon in an accident south of Vanceboro
near the connection of US 17 business and US 17 bypass. Kevin Barker, 31, of Bridgeton was
pronounced dead at the scene at the 3:50 p.m. accident. East Care medical helicopter from Pitt County
Memorial Hospital in Greenville was flown in to treat Barker's injuries, but the helicopter was sent away
without a patient. Gary Rea, 40, of Wallingford, Penn., was driving his 1989 Chevrolet Celebrity
Eurosport on U.S. 17 North when he took awrong turn and headed into VVanceboro, Leitschuh said. He
apparently did not see ayield sign and hit Barker's 1987 Pontiac Firebird on the driver's side. Alyssa
Benson, 9, a passenger in the Chevrolet, was in the back seat of the car with her grandmother and was
wearing a seat belt, Leitschuh said. Benson's grandmother, Patricia McGee, 56, also of Wallingford, was
not wearing her seat belt and was sitting in the back seat. Rea's wife, Patricia was wearing her seat belt
and was sitting in the front seat. All four were taken to Pitt County Memorial Hospital. Barker suffered
amassive head injury, Leitschuh said. Barker's body was taken to Pitt by ambulance, according to State
High Patrol Trooper Dean Leitschuh. Paramedics worked on Barker for about 45 minutes before
pronouncing him dead and covering him with a sheet. Barker was alonein his car, and was headed home
from hisjob at Coastal Maintenance in Aurora, Leitschuh said. Leitschuh said he could not find any
witnesses to the accident. The Reas, their stepdaughter and the girl's grandmother were coming back
from vacation, headed to Pennsylvania through the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel near Virginia Beach.
No one has been charged in the accident, Leitschuh said. Alcohol was not a factor in the accident, the
trooper said.
