HISTORIA

Antes que nada conviene decir que € nombre de PUERTO SEGURO es relativamente reciente ya que su nombre
original era BARBA DE PUERCO, tal y como figura en los mapas de principios de siglo y anteriores. Este
cambio se produjo en €l afio 1917 y a €llo nos referiremos mas adelante.

Son inciertos los origenes de Puerto Seguro. Es posible que los primeros habitantes fueran los vetones, pueblo
prerromano de la antigua L usitania que habitd, entre otras, en la provincia de Salamanca.

Romanos, visigodos, érabes,... pasaron por agui. De los romanos queda constancia el puente sobre el Agueda. En
realidad como auténtico romano puede considerarse Unicamente parte del ojo derecho que toca con San Felicesy
los pilares, el resto se debe a posteriores reconstrucciones. Este puente fue de vital importancia estratégica por ser
el Unico paso entre la desembocadura del Agueda en el Duero y Ciudad Rodrigo. Por él pasaban caminos o

cal zadas romanas en direccion este-oeste de las que aln quedan restos.

Como huellas visigéticas son posibles unos enterramientos excavados en rocas que se pueden encontrar en la
dehesay en algun lugar del centro del pueblo.

En € siglo XII, en tiempos de la Reconquista, se produce una repoblacion de la zona por parte del rey cristiano
Fernando Il de Ledn con gentes del norte de la peninsula, principalmente gallegos.

La historia de Puerto Seguro ha estado siempre vinculada a la de San Felices de los Gallegos y de Ahigal delos
Aceiteros. En el siglo XV estos tres pueblos pasan aformar parte de la Casade Alba. En 1488 selesimpone alos
tres el pago del Noveno (de cada nueve partes producidas, una habia de entregarse al sefior feudal). Muchos afios
dura esta situacion. En 1563 los tres pueblos unidos presentan un pleito contrala Casa de Alba pidiendo la
supresion del Noveno. Un nuevo pleito se presenta en el juzgado de Primera Instancia de Vitigudino el 15 de
Marzo de 1845 y es ganado, pero la casa de Alba presenta recurso. No es hastael 11 de Mayo de 1852 cuando de
forma definitiva se concede a los tres pueblos la exencion del pago del Noveno. Desde entonces esafechadel 11
de Mayo es considerada como lafiestadel diadel Noveno. En un principio los alcaldes de | os tres pueblos se
reunian para celebrar dichafiesta ala que asistian las gentes de los pueblos. Esta tradicion se ha mantenido hasta
ahora, y queda el recuerdo de las gentes de Puerto Seguro con sus burros y albardas engal anadas atravesando €
puente del Agueda, arribes abajo y arriba, parair y venir del Noveno.
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Por su proximidad con Portugal, Puerto Seguro también ha sufrido los avatares de | as contiendas hispano-lusas.
En algun tiempo no llegd a estar bien claralafrontera entre los reinos de Espafiay Portugal y como consecuencia
la pertenencia de Puerto Seguro auno o aotro. Es el 29 de Septiembre de 1864 cuando las monarquias espafiolay
portuguesa establ ecen la delimitacion fronteriza quedando Puerto Seguro en zona espariola. Se establece en el
pueblo una aduana “de primer orden” parael control de personas, animalesy mercancias

A principios del siglo XX se produce el cambio de nombre: BARBA DE PUERCO pasaa ser € actual PUERTO
SEGURO.

Sobre la procedencia del antiguo nombre hay varias versiones: unade €llas es que €l propio término municipal
tenga precisamente esa forma de barba de cerdo También en un libro sobre los berracos ibéricos se indica que en
lazona de laMazaroca, alli donde lariberay el rio Agueda se juntan, hay una pefia con forma de “ barba de
puerco”. Pero més bien todo son especul aciones.

El origen del nombre actual si que esta constatado. Es en 1917 cuando |os hermanos Garcia Hernandez con la
colaboracién del diputado en Cortes por Vitigudino, el Marqués de Puerto Seguro, realizan las gestiones
oportunas para que € pueblo cambie de nombre, tomando el del titulo nobiliario de aguél que lo posibilito.

Lasituacion actual eslade todos los pueblos de lazonay de la provincia en general. Las condiciones econémicas
y la orografiadel terreno han influido en gran manera para que la emigracion haya asolado nuestro pueblo. Son
menos de 100 los habitantes actuales, con una media de edad que superalos 60 afios. Las perspectivas de futuro,
por tanto, no son nada hal agliefias. No obstante, algunos motivos de esperanza quedan parala supervivencia de
este pueblo: durante los afios 90 se harealizado la concentracién parcelaria asi como la acometida de aguaen las
casasy € asfaltado de calles... En el afio 2000 se ha construido un nuevo puente sobre lariberay se asfalta una
carretera que comunicard nuevamente alos pueblos de Puerto Seguro y Bouza.

Es curioso, Puerto Seguro que siempre estuvo vinculado con los pueblos del Este: San Felices, Lumbrales; una
carretera asfaltada lo vincul 6 con el Sur: Villar de Ciervo, Ciudad Rodrigo, y ahora un nuevo vinculo haciael
Oeste, aunque éste siempre existio, nos une a Bouza, Escarigo, Portugal.
